Dr Salah Al-Sawy continued his tafsir series on  Surah al Maida, focusing on ayat 75  in which Allah
Subhanahu wa Taala tells us: "The Messiah, son of Mary, was not but a messenger; [other] messengers
have passed on before him. And his mother was a supporter of truth. They both used to eat food. Look
how We make clear to them the signs; then look how they are deluded."

Dr Salah also continued with his other sessions including his weekly fatawa session and the tafsir of ayat
43 of Surah Az-Zumar. He also began a new session on the tafsir  of Surah Al Waqiah from ayah 1 to
26.

 PANDEMIC PONDERINGS: EXPEDIATING OR DELAYING ZAKAT

Each week we will share reflections and resources from different areas to expand our minds and soothe
our hearts as we endure the COVID-19 crisis together. This week's resource is courtesy of AMJA

Expediting or delaying zakat payments due to the economic circumstances associated with the
coronavirus (COVID-19) pandemic

All praise belongs to Allah and may prayers and peace be upon Allah's Messenger.
AMJA's Fatwa Committee has received questions regarding two related issues:
1)The ruling on expediting zakat payments before their due dates, in order to help those in need due to
these circumstances; and
2)The ruling on delaying zakat payments due to the economic circumstances associated with the
coronavirus pandemic, as many people are no longer receiving a salary, or their source of livelihood has
otherwise come to a halt, leaving many in need of all the money in their possession in order to carry on
until the crisis is over.

The Committee's Response:
1) It is permissible to expedite zakat payments by paying two years in advance; this is based on an
authentic report that the Prophet (peace be upon him) permitted al-'Abbas to expedite zakat for two
years. Therefore, it is permitted to pay zakat for the current year in advance, i.e., before it is due. Some
jurists have even permitted expedited payments for up to three years. The amount of the payment is to be
estimated based on what is expected at its due date. When that time comes, another calculation must be

made to determine how much is due. If it is found that what was prepaid is less that what is required, the
remainder must be paid.

Expedited zakat payments in these circumstances are an act of righteousness due to the severe needs of
those who have lost their jobs and sources of income.
