Our Prophet (saw) did not hold anyone
superior over another because of skin color or origin, exhorting us to remember that it is only
righteousness that distinguishes people. He forbade oppression and urged us to be agents of change,
saying:"Whoever among you sees evil, let him change it with his hand. If he is unable to do so, then with
his tongue. If he is unable to do so, then with his heart, and that is the weakest level of faith." (Sahih
Muslim)

institutions.

e We should support the organizations working to bring justice for the many victims of police brutality
like George Floyd, and to address social and racial inequities and bring reforms in other areas
such as education, housing, employment, healthcare, and the criminal justice system.

e We should support peaceful movements and expressions of solidarity through legal frameworks
and respect for the rights and property of others as among the best means to facilitate change.

e We should oppose policies or actions that bring about racial discord or that further injustice.

e We should make dua for our communities' wellbeing in these times of unease and unrest, that
Allah brings His divine justice to the families and friends of those who have brutally lost their
lives, and that our communities' disenfranchised find relief.
